	Hook:
The HOOK is an eye catcher or interest pique-er. It is a means to engage the viewer enough that they ask questions about the artwork or explore the work in depth. This involves originality in that so many concepts & formats have already been explored & are, therefore, common or ordinary. 
	My HOOK is strong. My artwork is interesting and engages the viewer’s eye.
	
	My hook is so-so. This art work is kind of interesting but I’m not confident I’ve fully engaged my audience with an interesting question (mystery) or visual pop.
	
	My hook is very weak. I’m not sure that I have one at all. I didn’t really give much thought to whether or not my art work engaged the viewer.

	Good Composition:

A composition is a whole piece of work made up of many parts but woven together to feel cohesive. A good composition is dependent upon the artist’s intention & direction of the piece.  A good composition speaks the artist’s message/idea clearly. If the idea is about cluttered thought & disorganization – all parts of the artwork should echo that message. If the artist needs areas of confusion mixed with areas of clarity or reflection – each area should “speak” to the other in support of that goal.
	My artwork feels cohesive: like it fits together well resulting in a feeling of “complete-ness”. All parts serve to support my intended mood.


	
	My artwork feels a little “off” but overall suggests my intended mood (even though some parts don’t).
	
	My artwork does not support my intended mood.

(Example: Some areas are just empty because I simply didn’t want to finish my work.)

	Respect:
A work of art that is free from unintended smears, wrinkles, etc.
	My art is free of smudges, wrinkles or other unintended marks & dings.
	
	My art is not totally free of smudges or unintended marks, but it’s still a good work of art.
	
	My artwork is messy: It is wrinkled, smeared or uncared for in some way.

	Timely:

Artwork is turned in by due date unless extended due to individual circumstances.
